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OVERALL SCHEME 

Scheme components that 
serve a regional demand 
 

Major Works are also referred to by 

the  Corporation as “Headworks”   They 
are the assets infrastructure excluding 
Minor Works and Private Works that 
provides water ,sewerage and drainage 
services to the State eg dams, 
distribution mains , wastewater treatment 
plants , main drains etc.  

(Reticulation, Temporary Works) 
 

Components that are needed to 
link new developments to a 

scheme 
 

Minor Works are those works which are 

the developer’s responsibility and are 
normally required up-front before the 
services can be provided.  Minor works are 
100%developer funded and comprise 
reticulation and temporary works. 

Components generally within a lot 
boundary that are lot specific. 
 

Private works, also referred as private 
plumbing are the servicing component 
which begin at the connection point on the 
boundary of the property or lot being 
served, and contained within the property.  
These works are the total responsibility of 
the landowner to provide and maintain as 
required.
